This agreement is made between the Oberlin Area Chamber of Commerce (aka Doggie Doo) and
the above named company (Vendor).

1. Booth Space

A completed, signed agreement and payment must be received by Doggie Doo no later than August
1, 2008.

Vendor gives Doggie Doo the right to use its name in Doggie Doo publicity and advertising.

The Vendor confirms that it carries liability and property insurance sufficient to provide adequate
coverage should an accident or damage occur at the Vendor® booth or at the cause by Vendor.
Vendor will provide proof of insurance upon request of Doggie Doo.

Vendor will provide tables, chairs, tents, and other necessary booth furnishings. Doggie Doo will
only provide a 10& 10Gspace. Electricity is not available.

Vendor will have booth completely set up no later than 10:30 a.m. on Saturday, September 20,
2008.

Vendor will staff the booth at all times the day of the event.

The Vendor will not produce any loud noises, including but not limited to music and recorded
messages, which may startle or frighten any of the animals present at the event.

The Vendor will display merchandise so that walkways are kept clear and merchandise does not
intrude on any adjacent booth.

Vendor understands that other Vendors with merchandise similar to Vendor® may also have booth
space at the event.

Vendor understands the event will be held on September 20, rain or shine!

Vendor understands that Doggie Doo, in its sole discretion, may refuse Vendor® request for booth
space.

4. ResponS|b|I|ty of Doggie Doo

Doggie Doo will notify Vendor 5-10 days after the Agreement is received whether its request for
booth space has been accepted.

Vendor
is responsible for tables, chairs, displays, and tent.

> Doggie Doo will include Vendor® name, address, phone number, web site, e-mail address and a
brief description of Vendor® merchandise on the Doggie Doo web site.

» Doggie Doo will list Vendor in the event program.

> By September 1, 2008 Doggie Doo will provide a map of the event booth area clearly showing the
location of the Vendor® booth.

> By September 1, 2008 Doggie Doo will provide a map of the area vendor may use to unload and
reload booth materials.

while in the Event Area.

Vendor indemnifies and agrees to hold harmless Oberlin Area Chamber of Commerce, Oberlin
College, and the City of Oberlin, their agents, members, officers, directors, employees,
volunteers, or guests against any and all liability whatsoever arising from any or all damages
to property or personal injury caused by Vendor, his/her agents, representatives, employees or
animals.

Vendor warrants and represents that any use of materials published or displayed on the
Internet or in electronic format in connection with the Doggie Doo will not violate or infringe any
copyright, trademark, trade secret, or any other rights of Doggie Doo or any other third party.
Vendor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Oberlin Area Chamber of Commerce from any
and all claims for monetary rewards, including but not limited in reasonable attorneyOdees,
made by any third persons relating to or arising from any third party claims of defamation,
illegality, or infringement of any patents, trade secrets, copyrights, trademarks, service marks,
trade names, or other similar proprietary rights.

Any action relating to this Agreement or any
breach thereof shall be brought in the Courts of Lorain County, Ohio; each party hereby
submits to the personal jurisdiction of these Courts and waives any objection to venue in these
courts.
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
